At the request of the council , City Administrator David Peck presented the budget proposal to be certified to the auditor for taxes collectable in the year 2000.

Questions centered on the condition of the current public works equipment, the need for a new squad car and the capital purchase funds.  Money has already been put away to seal coat the streets in the year 2000 or 2001.   Another item of discussion was the 2 ½% addition needed to adjust for delinquent taxes.   Further discussion was held on possible department cut backs.

The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Rannow to approve Resolution #99-15.
