January 18, 2001

Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Kieser to approve the consent agenda with an error in the name Wawrzyniak seconding a motion to be corrected to the Bebo for the minutes on the meeting held January 2nd, 2001 Unanimous.

General Business:

Pat Nowak and Ray Bandas stated that cars  parked on Main Street during county snow plowing operations are a problem and need to be notified of snow regulations to prevent further interference.  

Gene Wawrzyniak stated, for the record, that he drives his tow truck to all fire calls, not just automotive accidents, as that is the vehicle he usually drives to work and for personal use. Also that in his capacity as fire chief he is expected to be first on the scene to deploy the other firemen and to do so drives his personal vehicle at hand, which is usually the tow truck, especially when at work.  Gene Wawrzyniak also requested to state his opinion for the record, that his activity is no more of a conflict interest than that of Duane Wawrzyniak supplying the materials and time to install a recorder in the police squad unit.  The members of the city council stated that they did not share Duane Wawrzyniak's sentiment as to any conflicts of interest or problems with this situation, and that Duane Wawrzyniak requested to make a statement of his personal opinion for the record.      

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Lisa Blazinski and Jeanne Long)

1. An outline of the monthly report was handed out.

2. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Marschel to approve the review of Cynthia Callanan. Unanimous.

3. Blazinski's recommendation for charging an extended rental to an auction service of $50.00/day for storage and $205.00 for the auction date was accepted by the council.

B. Public Works Report: 

1. Estimate of costs for the seal-coating project of all streets will be available at next meeting.

2. Replacement of the current street sweeper was discussed.

3. The chlorine levels are as high as permitted by the State Department of Health to try and clear up the water on the East End of the city.   The council wishes to hold a public meeting for those affected on the East End of the City at the February meeting.  A representative from Minnesota Rural Water will be requested to attend.  A mailing will be sent to persons in the affected area.

4. Bebo requested that capital replacement plan for city equipment be developed.

C. Planning Commission Report

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the appointment of Richard Stevens to the planning commission.  Unanimous.

2. The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Miska to offer no opposition to the plans for the Navratil addition on Swan Lake. Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Bebo to approve the changes to the Silver Edge Estate as requested by SEH. Unanimous.

D. Administrators Report

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the comparable worth report, as presented, for submission to the Department of Employee Relations. Unanimous

2. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Marschel to approve the amendment to the Ambulance by-laws Article 4, Section 4 to state that:


For purposes of scheduling and payment of agreed upon stipends to members the following Holidays shall be recognized for special considerations and scheduling:



Memorial Day



Labor Day



Thanksgiving



Christmas Eve (12 hours)



Christmas



New Years Eve (12 Hours)



New Years Day


With all holidays to be of 24 hour shifts unless other wise noted.

3. Vote: Bebo, Miska, Marschel; yes  Kieser; Abstain on claim of conflict of interest as an ambulance member. Motion passed.

4. Dale Miska requested that the agenda be published the week of the council meeting of that date and that the unapproved minutes be published within two weeks after the meeting. Council discussion supported this request.  The minutes will be published in the unapproved form with a notation made to that effect.

5. Department heads are to notify members of the personnel committee when they interview part-time employees.  

E. Police Report

1. Handed out the monthly ICR reports with an explanation that a computer error caused an inability to print the last two weeks of monthly activity.

2. After renewed discussion concerning camera operation for the squad, the council decided that the camera needs to be operated only when the warning lights are activated and when practical on delivery of any notices.

3. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo that the city collects the $20.00 service charge for collection of NSF checks by the police department.  After discussion concerning legal costs and other possible fees, Miska rescinded the motion for purposes of further review of the issue.

The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Bebo to adjourn until the regular meeting to be held February 15th, 2001.  Unanimous.
