Regular Meeting

March 15, 2001

Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.

Present: Bebo, Kieser, Marschel, Miska 

City Staff Present:  David Peck; City Administrator, Eric Klein; Police Chief. Lisa Blazinski; Liquor Store Operations Director,  Dale Kosek, Public Works Supervisor, Jeanne Long; Deputy Clerk.

Also Present as on sign in roster: Richard Stevens, Harvey Mikolichek, Harold Nowak, Mark Blazinski, Deb Blazinski, Dale Nowak, Susan Nowak, David Broll, Kyle Wawrzyniak and Ray Bandas.

Mayor Yurek opened with her request to review the council committee positions as appointed earlier.  Yurek felt that the current structure of appointments did not best serve the departments.  In addition, with two council members on each committee, the mayor's involvement is limited due to the statutes concerning open meeting laws.  The council members decided to discuss the issue at a later time in the meeting.

The council adjourned temporarily to pose for photographs with the police chief and a paddle-boat donated for a raffle to benefit the police community youth fund.  Crystal Marine, Tom Guthery and Julian Toffman are to be thanked for this donation.

6. Approve minutes from the February 15, 2001 regular meeting 

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Marschel to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

Harvey Mikolichek, Mark and Deb Blazinski were present to request support from the city council concerning ISD 2859's plans to move the Kindergarten classes to Glencoe for the 2001/2002 school year.  Mikolichek, a past school board member, stated that the five year consolidation pairing and sharing agreement is now expired and that the school system can  transfer classes.   In response to the request, the city council unanimously agreed to attend the school board meeting to be held on March 26th, to be posted as a special meeting, and to

send a copy of a letter that had been drafted by the administrator to all school board members. 

Dale and Susan Nowak complained that a neighbor's dogs were keeping them awake and presented a sheet documenting the times the dogs were barking.  Chief Klein stated that 

the dogs were not barking during those times he chose to investigate and that when approached, none of the other neighbors had any complaints.  The administrator and Klein will try to resolve the issue.

Bandas and Wawrzyniak presented the bids for the fire rescue unit and the proposed contribution breakdowns between the townships and the city.  The lease to own proposal was explained with the five year and seven year options.  The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to approve the purchase of the rescue van from Heiman Brothers at a cost of $138,555.00, utilizing the five-year option.  Voting yea, Kieser, Marschel, Miska.  Opposed, Bebo.

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Lisa Blazinski and Jeanne Long) 

1. Auditorium reports include that a total of $4,200 was donated to replace the furnaces from local organizations.  Current staffing of cleaners is satisfactory.

2. Liquor store reports were discussed.

3. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to hire Lori Galles as a part time bartender. Unanimous.

4. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to approve the reviews for Lori Nelson and Terry Grenke and to extend the probation three months for Judy Padgett. Unanimous

B. Public Works Report:

1. David Broll expressed his concern about the water problems claimed to exist on the east-end of main street and their possible effect on Silver Edge Estates.  Broll also wanted to state for the record that he had no knowledge of these problems before construction plans were made.

2. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Bebo for Kosek and the administrator to gather all information necessary to determine if a looping program will be needed to solve the claimed problems.  Unanimous. As of the date of this meeting appointments have been made to talk to a hydrologist from SEH Engineering.

3. The advertisement for bids for the street seal coating project, scheduled for the summer of 2001 has been place in the Construction Bulletin.  Bid openings are to be on April 16th at 1:00 p.m. with council review and approval scheduled for the April 19th regular meeting.

4. Kosek was complimented on his snow plowing activities over the winter.

C. Planning Commission Report (Bruce Bebo)

1. Working on Comprehensive plan update

D. Police Report

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Bebo to lift winter parking restrictions as of April 1, 2001.  Unanimous

2. ICR reports were discussed.

3. Change of policies on responses to complaints at the school is requiring more responsibility on the Silver Lake police department.

4. Klein made a request for a pay increase.  No action taken, his job description is to be reviewed and points evaluated as they lie on the comparable worth line.

E. Administrator's Report

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Marschel to approve the DNR easements needed for the paving of the Luce Line Trail through the city.

2. The administrator will be gone from March 21-23 to attend the annual MCFOA conference.

Further discussion was held concerning the change of appointments and the structure of the appointments.  Bebo suggested that the issue is one that should be resolved at this meeting as it will be a continued "sore spot" until settled. Appointments are typically made by the Mayor and approved by resolution at the beginning of the year and the structure made by resolution.  To make any changes requires that resolutions are needed to create the new positions.  The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to continue the meeting at 7:00 p.m. on March 19th, 2001 Unanimous. 

Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the continuation of the March 15th  regular meeting at 7:00 p.m. on this Monday,  March 19th, 2001.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to approve the descriptions of responsibilities for the proposed appointments as presented. Unanimous.  The position descriptions will be kept on file at the administrator's office.

The Motion was made by Miska and seconded by Marschel to approve Resolution 01-02 as follows:

A Resolution Creating New Council Committees and their Appointments for the Year 2001

Whereas the city council has determined that the city departments would be better served if adjustments were made in the responsibilities of the appointments.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the city council of the city of Silver Lake approves the creation of the following committees and their appointments for the calendar year 2001:

Administration Council Committee: Sue Kieser

Public Safety Council Committee: Dale Miska

Public Works Council Committee: Karla Marschel

Community Service Council Committee: Bruce Bebo

With said appointments to expire after December 31st, 2001.  That all appointments are to be alternated yearly, with exceptions to be subject to full council approval.  Any stalemated disputes over any position is to be settled by the mayor's decision of appointment.

Be it further resolved that said positions replace that of Personnel Committee, Finance Committee, and Parks and Public Enrichment Committee.
